An Act increasing the experience and background necessary to operate low pressure processed steam boilers. 

SECTION 1.  Section 4A of chapter 22, as appearing in the 2006 Official Edition, is hereby amended by inserting, in line 3, after “inspections” the following: - “of the division of inspection, who shall be a licensed Massachusetts First Class Engineer, who shall have 10 years experience in the field, whose office shall not be left vacant for more than 90 days for any reason,”.

SECTION 2.  Section 5 of chapter 22, as appearing in the 2006 Official Edition, is hereby amended by inserting, in line 2, after “secretary” the following: - “, whose office shall not be left vacant for more than 90 days for any reason.” 

SECTION 3.  Section 6 of chapter 22, as appearing in the 2006 Official Edition, is hereby amended by inserting, in line 2, after “assistants” the following: - “with the approval of the chief of inspections concerning inspectors.”; and in line 10, after “engineering” the following: - “The minimum requirement to be appointed a district engineering inspector shall be to hold a valid first class engineer’s license issued by the department, beyond this”.
SECTION 4.  Section 1 of chapter 146, as appearing in the 2006 Official Edition, is hereby amended by inserting, in line 13, after “inspections” the following: - “of the division of inspection”; and in line 17, after “district engineer inspector” the following: - “who shall be a licensed Massachusetts First Class Engineer”.
SECTION 5.  Section 46 of chapter 146, as appearing in the 2006 Official Edition, is hereby amended by inserting, in line 10, after “boilers” the following: - “used for heating in connection with occupancy purposes exclusively.   Low pressure boilers involved in process, production and manufacture of a commodity or product, require periodic attendance”; and in line 10 to 11, by striking out “commissioner” and inserting in place thereof “district engineering inspector assigned to the district”; and in lines 35 and 36, after “engineer”, in each instance, the following: - “or fireman”; and in line 37, by striking out “building” and inserting in the place thereof “facility”.
SECTION 6.  Section 48 of chapter 146, as appearing in the 2006 Official Edition, is hereby amended, in line 2, after “used,” the following: - “and when the safety valve or valves are set to blow at a pressure exceeding twenty-five pounds per square inch”; and in line 3 to 4, by striking out “or burner”; and in line 9, after “engineer” the following: - “or fireman”.
SECTION 7.  Section 48 of chapter 146, as appearing in the 2006 Official Edition, is hereby amended, after line 8, by inserting the following new paragraph: -

“When liquid or gaseous fuel, electric or atomic energy or any other source of heat is used, and when the safety valve or valves are set to blow at a pressure not exceeding twenty five pounds per square inch or less, the horsepower of a boiler shall be determined by either the manufacturer’s factory tag affixed to the boiler denoting horsepower, or calculated by one of the following formulae: the steam output capacity as listed on the manufacturer’s tag divided by 34.5, the Btu/Hr Input listed on the manufacturer’s tag divided by 41,840 or the Btu/Hr Output listed on the manufacturer’s tag divided by 33,475.”
